FINISHING
Types of finish:

STAIN
Use solvent based stains. Particularly effective on 
mouldings that have woodgrain.

PAINT - SPRAY
All standard paints inc. wood, wall and specialist paints.

PAINT - BY HAND
All standard paints inc. wood, wall and specialist paints.

BENEFITS

•	 Better to finish than a 
wooden product.

•	 No/Minimal surface prep 
required. Occasionally a 
light rub back with paint 
prep pads.

FIXING
Similar fixing to wooden product.

PINNED
Warm product and use a very fine headless pin gun.

SCREWED 
Predrill and countersink hole. After fixing, apply wood filler 
to hole and sand smooth before finishing.

GLUED
Virtually all glues - including panel adhesives, wood 
glues, super glues. Support items whilst curing and follow 
adhesive manufacturer’s instructions.
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
